Also, the OEM 
manual should be used as a reference guide. 

This vehicles reaction and handling characteristics may 
differ from standard cars and/or trucks. Modifications 
to improve and/or enhance off road performance may 
raise the intended center of gravity.

It is the customers responsibility to make sure that 
a re-torque is performed on all hardware associated 
with this suspension system after the first 100 miles 
of installation.

After the original installation, Tuff Country EZ-Ride 
Suspension also recommends having the alignment 
checked every 6 months to ensure proper tracking, 
proper wear on tires and front end components. Tuff 
Country EZ-Ride Suspension takes no responsibility 
for abuse, improper installation or improper suspen-
sion maintenance. Usually OE alignment specs are 
Ideal but on these particular kits we like to see the 
Castor a little bit lower than specs. It will help with tire 
wear and drivability. 

Limited lifetime warranty 

Notice to all Tuff Country EZ-Ride Suspension cus-
tomers: It is your responsibility to keep your origi-
nal sales receipt! If failure should occur on any Tuff 
Country EZ-Ride Suspension component, your origi-
nal sales receipt must accompany the warranted unit 
to receive warranty.

Before installation begins, Tuff Country EZ-Ride 
Suspension highly recommends that the installer       
performs a test drive on the vehicle. During the test 
drive, check to see if there are any uncommon sounds 
or vibrations. If uncommon sounds or vibrations occur 
on the test drive, uncommon sounds or vibrations will 
be enhanced once the suspension system has been 
installed. Tuff Country EZ-Ride Suspension highly rec-
ommends notifying the customer prior to installation 
to inform the customer of these issues if they exist.

Tuff Country recommends using loctite on all new and 
stock hardware associated with the installation of this 
suspension system.

Part # 52220 does not work with the following Models.
Pro Series models, Models equipped with Adaptive 
Variable Suspension (AVS) system.

Tuff Country recommends a 34 x 11.50 with 9” wide 
wheel and +18 sized tire and wheel. Once part # 22500 
has been installed. 35 x 12.50 tires can be used with 
minor trimming. Due to different types of tread pat-
terns, some aggressive tires in this size recommenda-
tion may require slight trimming of inner fender plas-
tic. Our tire and wheel fitments are only a guideline. Our tire and wheel fitments are only a guideline.

Front end installation:

1. To begin installation, block the rear tires of the vehicle so 
that the vehicle is stable and can’t roll. Safely lift the front of 
the vehicle and support the vehicle with a pair of jack stands. 
Place a jack stand on both the driver and the passenger side 
frame rail. Next, remove the front wheels and tires from both 
sides. 

2. Working on the sway bar. Loosen but do not remove the 
bolts that hold the sway bar to the frame on the driver and 
passenger side.

      

     

3. Remove the lower sway bar endlink hardware on the driv-
er and passenger lower control arms. 

4. Remove the lower strut mounting hardware on the driver 
and passenger side.

     



5. Loosen but do not remove. the lower control arm cam bolt 
hardware on the driver and passenger side.

6. Remove the two bolts that attach the the lower ball joint 
to the bottom of the steering knuckle, Pivot the lower control 
arm down out of the way.

7. Remove the top strut mounting hardware to remove the 
struts.

    

8. Locate the 52220-01 strut spacer’s. Install on the top of 
the struts using OE nuts. The spacer will only fit one way on 
to the strut. Torque to 45 ft lbs.

9. Locate the 3/8” flange nuts and re install the strut. Keep 
the 3/8” flange nuts loose for right now.

10. Loosen the upper Control arm bolt, on the driver and 
passenger side to allow it to pivot downwards.

11. Using a long screw driver or pry bar. Rotate the lower 
strut 45 degrees to line up to lower strut mount on lower 
control arm.



12. Pivot lower control arms back up to the lower struts, Re 
attach to strut using OE hardware. Torque to 140 ft lbs.

13. Using OE hardware. Re install lower control arms to the 
bottom of the steering knuckle. Torque to 140 ft lbs. Repeat 
on passenger side.

14.Tighten the upper control arm bolts. Torque bolts to 130 
ft lbs. Repeat on the passenger side.

 
15. Tighten the upper strut mounting hardware. Torque to 
50 ft lbs. Repeat on passenger side.

16. Re install Sway bar end links to lower control arm.
Torque to 70 ft lbs.

17. Tighten sway bar frame mount. Torque to 70 ft lbs.

  
18. Tighten the lower control arm cam bolt hardware on the 
driver and passenger side. Torque to 150 ft lbs 

 
19. Re install the tires and wheels and torque the lug nuts 
according to the wheel manufacture’s specs. Carefully lower 
the vehicle back down to the ground. 



Installation Complete!

Check and double check to make sure that all steps 
were performed properly. After the completion of this 
install, Tuff Country Recommends taking the vehicle in 
for a complete front end alignment.

Tuff Country EZ-Ride Suspension recommends that a 
complete re-torque is done on all bolts associated with 
this suspension system. It is the customers responsi-
bility to make sure that a re-torque is performed on all 
hardware associated with the system after the first 100 
miles of installion. It is also the Customers responsibil-
ity to do a complete re-torque after every 3,000 miles or 
after every off road use. Neglect of following these steps 
could cause brackets to come loose and cause serious 
damage to the suspension system and to the vehicle.
